5.Steps into Litchard Playing Fields

6.Litchard Playing Fields – Litter
That the report of the Clerk be accepted.  Members agreed to fund the provision of a bin at an approximate cost of £400.00 and the Clerk was asked to arrange this.  In addition the Clerk’s report on the clearing of litter was noted, and the Clerk was asked to contact BCBC to ask if they have a policy on dogs entering children’s play areas.
7.Litchard Hill
That the report of the Clerk be accepted.  Members decided to obtain a specialist opinion on how to treat the brambles in order to improve this small area of land. It was suggested that the Clerk contact the Secretary of the Coity Wallia Board of Conservators to ask who they employ to spray the common.

8.Litter Bin Pendre
That the report and addendum report of the Clerk be accepted.  Members agreed to contribute £100 towards the installation of a bin by BCBC.

9.Alleyway Between Osborne Close and Heol y Groes
