The Chair and Vice-Chair had been elected, the guest speaker was Spencer Birns, Commercial Director of Cardiff Wales Airport, the Chief Executive of One Voice Wales had talked about One Voice Wales transferring to a company limited by guarantee, case studies and best practice were discussed, changes to planning laws – further details to come etc. The AGM and conference will take place on 1st October 2016 in Builth Wells.
Two Councillors had attended a PACT meeting.  Speed cameras on Heol Spencer and Litchard Hill were discussed, problems for residents of Joslin Terrace and Clos Joslin with speeding traffic coming off the by-pass roundabout, the feeling of isolation by residents of Joslin Terrace and Clos Joslin because of their location and the lay-out of surrounding roads.

The Clerk had attended a Heritage Lottery Fund grant course which had been very informative.
